2x2 Video Wall Processor

Setup of these processor is incredible easy. If you have your 4 TVs ready with 4 HDMI cables, just make the following connections:

· Connect the HDMI from your TOP LEFT TV to HDMI OUTPUT 1 on the processor

· Connect the HDMI from your TOP RIGHT TV to HDMI OUTPUT 2 on the processor

· Connect the HDMI from your BOTTOM LEFT TV to HDMI OUTPUT 3 on the processor

· Connect the HDMI from your BOTTOM RIGHT TV to HDMI OUTPUT 4 on the processor
After your TV HDMI cables are connected, connect your media source to the processor via the input ports. Your media source can be devices such as: Cable Box, Laptop, PC, Apple TV, Chromecast, or a USB stick with pictures and movies on it. Once you connect your media source, push the SOURCE button on the processor to choose the input port that you connected to 
To make changes to one of the HDMI outputs, please follow these steps:

· Grab the remote

· Push the number 1, you'll see the 1 LED light on the processor light up. If you push number 1 again, the LED light will turn off. You want to make sure that only ONE of the LED lights (1, 2, 3, 4) is on at a time. So if you want to make changes to HDMI output 3, push the number 3 on the remote so that LED light #3 lights up by itself. 

· Once your desired HDMI output LED light is on, push the HOME button on the remote to get to the menu. Push the left and right buttons to navigate through the menu. The section that is probably most important to you is the SPLICING SETUP page. It is here where you can change the configuration of your video wall. 

· The HORIZONTAL COUNT is how many rows are in your video wall setup

· The VERTICAL COUNT is how many columns are in your video wall setup

· PANEL NO tells the processor which position your current HDMI output should be at. So if you are controlling HDMI OUTPUT 1, the PANEL NO should be 1. If you are controlling HDMI OUTPUT 2, the PANEL NO should be 2, and so on

· The SPLICING SW tells the processor whether or not your HDMI OUTPUT should show a full image, or a spliced image. If you want to be in video wall mode, this SPLICING SW should be ON
